The 2011-12 Season is flying by as we are already at the 100 game mark and only a few days from the New Year.  It’s been an outstanding season with very minimal late reporting and good communication between our Managers when it’s happened.


Three of our four Divisions look like they’ll go down to the wire .  In the North, Allouez has overtaken Italian for 2nd place to pull within a game of Dodge while the Stallions are a mere three games back.  Temperance leads Saginaw by a single game in the Central with Waikiki Beach lurking at six games back.  Canterbury has pulled to within three games of Charlotte in the East after a blistering 17-7 December.  In the South, Elyria holds a 17 game bulge over Naples but the Orioles are still in contention for a wildcard spot.  January’s 32 game schedule will surely set up some important Intra-Divisional games to close out the season in February.


Josh Hamilton of Duluth leads the League in BA (.344), Slugging (.676), runs scored (81) and Hits (141) while Jose Bautista of Naples is lighting up scoreboards with 41 HR’s and 91 rbi through December.  Clay Buchholz of Brook Hollow is dominating the opposition with a 14-1 record and a sterling ERA of 1.84.  Mat Latos of Elyria sports a 14-3 record with a League leading 5 shutouts.  


Only three teams are hitting over .250 led by Saginaw at .258 while half the League has team ERA’s under 4.00 led by Elyria at 3.09.  


The 2012 CGL Rookie Draft in Las Vegas on Saturday, April 21st is quickly approaching.  So far only 7 Managers have committed.  Hoping for a better turnout for what’s sure to be a great time!
