LEAGUE NEWS


We're off to another fine start this year.  We had no major setup problems and just one late submission.  As always, if you are forced to be late for any reason, communication to the other manager and to me is of utmost importance.


Defending champ Woodland has moved out to a 6 game lead in the West, while Buffalo has charged to a 5 game advantage in the East.  Only the Central has a tight race so far, as Beaver Falls and Wyandotte are deadlocked at the top, just a game ahead of Boomtown.  There are several more teams hovering around the .500 mark and poised to make a run at the division crowns or wild cards!


At this point, for the third straight year, offensive output is declining slightly.  The league batting average is now .252, compared to last season’s final .254, and slugging is .421 versus .423, while the ERA is 4.15, instead of 4.21.  Home runs are down slightly from 2.35 to 2.31, per game.  Runs are averaging 9.2 per game, against 9.4 for all of last season.
