LEAGUE NEWS


We're off to an outstanding start this year.  We have welcomed 4 new managers to the NABC and we had no major setup problems and ZERO late submissions.  Great job, everyone!!  As always, if you are forced to be late for any reason, communication to the other manager and to me is of utmost importance.

All of the division races are quite competitive, as only Midtown in the Central has more than a 1 game edge on the competition.  There are 11 teams at .500 or better, with several more teams hovering near the .500 mark and poised to make a run at the division crowns or wild cards!

The big news is that pitching has returned to the NABC.  At this point, the league batting average is  .235, compared to last season’s final .253, and slugging is .394 versus .422, while the ERA is 3.71, instead of 4.20.  Home runs are down from 2.35 to 2.11, per game.  All of these stats are at their lowest level since 1993, the last of the “pre-steriods” era.
