If the number is fewer than the number of games in the series, then the player may or may not remain on the Active roster, but he MUST miss the FIRST so many games (such as 2 of 4) in the series.

Please highlight all injuries to your players as well as all injuries to players from other clubs who must miss games against you.  As a road manager, if a player must miss an entire series, you must remove him from your roster for that series.  As a home manager, you are responsible for holding out the correct players for both teams.  Please check the instructions you get from road managers against this list, before playing the series.  If there are discrepancies, please request revised instructions from the road manager.  This should be easy to do with just a little care!  Thanks.

GAME REPORTING ISSUES

There were 4 separate instances (be 4 different managers) of games being played accidentally outside of League Manager.  I can fix this situation for only one manager per month, and one manager sent me the GM1.BXS file correctly, but the other 2 managers had to replay the games (very undesirable).
This can happen when you invoke Baseball from League Manager, but then for whatever reason decide to Reset the lineups using the Reset from the Lineup dropdown or the Reset Game dropdown from the Play Ball after closing the lineup screen.

Whenever you decide to Cancel Game (pre-game rain delay or wrong lineups prior to start of play) or to Reset lineups prior to starting game, always go back to League Manager and double-click the scheduled game to start over.
Also, if you do happen to play a game outside of League Manager (shows up as an Uscheduled Game), DO NOT try to assign an unscheduled game to the schedule in LM.  When you assign the game to LM, it destroys the GM1.BXS file and LM will not include the assigned game in an F-File (LM design flaw).  Instead simply, send the GM1.BXS file to me and I can assign it in my LM.
