LEAGUE NEWS


We're off to another fine start this year.  We had no major setup problems and just one late submission.  As always, if you are forced to be late for any reason, communication to the other manager and to me is of utmost importance.

We have tight races in all three divisions, with all division leaders holding no more than a 3 game lead.  So far, it looks like the Central is the strongest division, but there is a long way to go!

At this point, the pitchers are well ahead of the hitters compared to last year’s final stats.  The league batting average is now .254, compared to last season’s final .265, and slugging is .426 versus .451, while the ERA is 4.23, instead of 4.71, almost a half run per game difference.  Home runs are down from 2.73 to 2.36, per game.  Runs are averaging 9.55 per game, against 10.32 for all of last season.

As a home manager, you are responsible for holding out the correct players for both teams.  Please check the instructions you get from road managers against this list, before playing the series.  If there are discrepancies, please request revised instructions from the road manager.  This should be easy to do with just a little care!  Thanks.

REPORTING SUGGESTIONS FOR ALL MANAGERS

Please be sure to send the F-file to the entire league, so managers can update all stats as they go along.  Always make a copy of your F-file before sending it out.

Remember to report all carryover injuries, as well as the series won-loss results, to the road manager and to me when you email the F-file.

If you have to cancel a game after starting it, for any reason, please include the reason in your series report.

Also, always keep a uniquely named version of all F-files in some directory that you can keep all season.  Most managers are keeping a sub-directory of NABC C-files and F-files for each month.

Also, please keep a printout of the game box score sheets at least until the end of the following month.  For example, May games results should be kept until the end of June.

I will always complete all statistics checking and any inquiries by then.  Thanks for helping me to publish our stats as accurately as possible.


ROAD INSTRUCTIONS

I would like to remind each of you to observe the following standards regarding road instructions (in addition to meeting the mailing deadline, of course!).  On a word processor many of these things can be done once and then simply adjusted for each series.

MANDATORY INCLUSIONS

1) Active roster (26 players active for the series, including first name).  Include limited or restricted status.  Please do not rely on simply stating to add player A and remove player B, since the rosters change during the month.
2) Starting Pitcher Rotation

3) Bullpen Roles (closer, setup, etc) and inning limitations.

4) Starting Lineup (vs L, vs R, by game, whatever...)

5) Directions on removing starting pitchers (e.g. go for complete game, not before 6 innings or when reduced, leave in if pitching shutout, etc).

OPTIONALLY INCLUDED

6) Defensive substitutions (especially Limited or Restricted players who often play in late innings).

7) Hit & Run and Stealing instructions

8) Pinch-hitting sequence (and who to pinch hit for)

9) Pinch-runners (and who to pinch run for)

10) Other options (hold, stretch, infield in, going for extra base, sac bunt, intentional walk, etc).

11) Injury replacements

Everything else can be covered by the generic instruction "play as you would your team"...

If everyone follows these guidelines, then the only thing we need to worry about is following the instructions in a reasonable manner.  Remember the simpler the instructions are, the easier it is to follow them, especially if you take a moderate amount of time to enjoy the play of the game.
