LEAGUE NEWS


As we head into the final month, it looks like the division races are probably settled, but the Wild Card race remains wide open!  Livonia has all but clinched the West title with a 20 game lead, as they sport the league’s best record in a division with no other team at the .500 mark.  Beaver Falls leads the Central by 8 games over 2 clubs, while San Antonio has established an 7 game margin over two pursuers in the East.
In the Wild Card chase there are 5 teams (Buffalo, Pontiac, Bedrock, Boomtown and Bobcaygeon) that are all bunched within 5 games of each other in the competition for the 3 Wild Card playoff spots.  Meanwhile, in a stunning collapse, Massillon went 5-20 in August and may have dropped too far back to contend.  It appears that these races will go down to the wire in September.

It still looks like wait until next year for our other 9 franchises, since none of them are closer than 11 games behind the final Wild Card spot.  Woodland is the only club mathematically eliminated from the Wild Card hunt and is the leading candidate for the #1 draft pick.  Please remember that the NABC has a strong tradition of teams continuing to try to win, even after they are eliminated from playoff competition.  That means that everyone continues to pitch their top graded starters and to use their best lineups.  Thanks!
