Thanks to all managers again this month, for getting all the games completed on time and played and reported accurately.  There were just two missed injury observations, so let’s keep up the good work!  Remember there is no time to make up missed injuries after September.  As always, if you are forced to be late for any reason, prompt communication to the other manager and to me is of utmost importance.

East and Central divison leaders Buffalo, by 19 games over San Antonio, and Danbury by 14 games over Midtown, have all but clinched division titles and are odds-on to capture the top 2 seeds and first round playoff byes.
