LEAGUE NEWS


In the first place, I want to thank all NABC managers for another fine month.  All games were reported correctly and almost all on-time again this month.  Good job!  There were several missed injury observations, so let’s try to perform better in that area.  As always, if you are forced to be late for any reason, prompt communication to the other manager and to me is of utmost importance.

The Paxton franchise is currently without a manager after the resignation of Jeremy Jay, and is likely to remain that way for the rest of the season.  I will cover Paxton games and instructions this month. 


There were no changes in the division leaders this month, but there was some significant movement in the margins.  In the West, it is all but over as Livonia has stretched its margin over Woodland to 17 games, with just 25 play, while in the East, defending champion Rivertown stretched its lead over San Antonio from 5 games to 6.  The Central division has really tightened up as season-long leader Danbury now has just a 3 game edge on Bedrock, with 3 other Central teams still in contention.
The Wild Cards race continues to be exceedingly close, with San Antonio and Bedrock tied for the WC lead and Woodland 3 games back and holding the final slot, for now, but by just 1 game over West Penn.   However, there are 5 other teams (West Penn, Midtown, Buffalo, Saginaw and Wyandotte) all lurking within just 4 games of the final Wild Card spot, and all of these clubs at least 5 games over .500  

Good luck to all managers in September and let’s have a great finish to the 39th season of the NABC!
