In the pennant races, Woodland posted an amazing 27-4 record, including 13-0 on the road, to widen the lead in the West to 21 games over Bobcaygeon, while Buffalo increased its lead in the East to 16 games over San Antonio.  The Central continues to be the only real pennant race, as Boomtown pushed ahead of Bedrock by 1 game, while Beaver Falls is lurking 7 games back.
