PLAYER AND PITCHER USAGE REMINDERS

I would like to remind all of you of an "unwritten rule" or "gentleman's agreement" or tradition, however you may want to label it, which has existed in the NABC since we began play some 35 years ago.

 

That is, that every team, no matter it's place in the standings, will try to win as many games as possible throughout the season, by using its "best" players and pitchers in all series.  Now, obviously, with the hitters there is some judgement involved there, but with pitchers this means that the "higher" graded starters should get all of their allowed starts during the season.

 

So, I am issuing this reminder to practice good sportsmanship in this.  Please be fair to all teams by continuing to use your best players to the maximum.  On the other hand, there will be no enforcement of this principle.
