LEAGUE NEWS


In the first place, I want to thank all NABC managers for another great month.  All games were reported correctly and on-time again this month – How to go, guys – two straight!  There were also no missed injury observations, so let’s continue to be vigilant in that area.  As always, if you are forced to be late for any reason, prompt communication to the other manager and to me is of utmost importance.

There was significant movement in the standings this month.  In the East, defending champion Rivertown overcame a 3 game deficit to San Antonio and now leads by 5 games, while Danbury broke out of a tie for the Central lead with Midtown and now holds a 6 game margin over Bedrock, as Midtown slipped to 3rd place.  Even in the West, Livonia saw its 13 game lead over Woodland dwindle to 10, still a comfortable edge with 50 games to play for all clubs.
The Wild Cards race continues to be very close, with Woodland, San Antonio and Bedrock (these 3 teams are separated by just 1 game) holding the top 3 slots for now.   However, there are 6 other teams lurking within 7 games of the final Wild Card spot, all winning at .500 or better.  Only 6 teams are playing under the .500 mark, including hapless Burlingame, which is on-course to exceed the all-time NABC futility mark of 117 losses, unless things turn around in a big hurry.

Good luck to all managers as we move in to the “Dog Days” of August and the pennant and Wild Card chases continue to heat up.
