In July, all game results were reported on time and without issues, although there were 4 instances of a carryover injury not being observed correctly.  So, please pay extra attention to the injury report and keep up the great work, everyone!!  As always, if you are forced to be late for any reason, communication to the other manager and to me is of utmost importance.

Danbury continues to have the best record overall but their lead in the Central race has been narrowed to 9 games Wyandotte.  Saginaw widened their lead in the downtrodden East, with Buffalo now 4 games back, while, in the West, Woodland maintained a 3 game lead over defending champ Livonia and 8 games over Can-Am, as all 3 West contenders posted 20-11 marks in July.  Wyandotte and Livonia have the edge in the Wild Card race, while Can-Am and Midtown are tied for the final playoff position, with Buffalo lurking just 1 game behind them both.   MetroMess and Boomtown continue to play .500 ball, but need to step it up to get back into Wild Card contention.

Only Rivertown and Terryville were all able to avoid any carryovers.  Please always be careful to observe these injuries for your team and opponents.
(n) after games is the series number when the injury occurred

Please note:  The final entry for each injury identifies the games the player will miss in June.  If it represents all games of a series, then the player should be removed from the Active roster and can be replaced by a Farm team player.  If the number is fewer than the number of games in the series, then the player may or may not remain on the Active roster, but he MUST miss the FIRST so many games (such as 2 of 4) in the series.
