INSTRUCTION REMINDERS

1. Always check the rosters, lineups and starting rotations for consistency before beginning a series

2. Check the injury report before each series

3. Make any roster changes required in Advanced Draft

4. Please follow all instructions carefully, particularly in regard to relief pitching and pinch hitting or late game substitutions

5. When a manager states to relieve a starter as soon as rules and remaining relief innings allow, that refers to our rule that allows starters to be relieved after allowing 3 runs anytime, or after allowing 2 runs and pitching 2 innings, or after allowing 1 run and pitching 3 innings, or after having a rain delay grade reduction.

6. Regarding late game subs, Limited (L) batters and regular batters not starting because they can only start 3 or 4 games per series may play in any game in the 7th inning or later and Restricted (R) batters may play in any game in the 8th inning or later.  In addition to the above, all eligible hitters may PH or PR in any inning provided they do not stay in the game.
