	The 2020 NABC season has continued to progress at a strong pace.  All games were completed and reported on time, and most carryover injuries were observed correctly, so Great Job, Everyone!!  Let’s continue to be careful and punctual as the season winds down.  As always, if you are forced to be late for any reason, communication to the other manager and to me is of utmost importance.

In the Wild Card race, there are still a total of 11 teams playing .500 ball or better through July, with another 2 clubs just 2 games under .500.  Rivertown and Midtown are now 9 games clear of the other Wild Card contenders, so they are looking pretty solid, even if they don’t win their division.  Saginaw and West Penn are now tied for the last Wild Card slot, with Danbury just a game back of them.  But, 5 other teams (Bedrock, Buffalo, Woodland, Can-Am and Indiana) are all within just 6 games of that final playoff spot.  Welcome to the Wild card scramble!  Good luck to all!
