WOODLAND DEFEATS BROOKLYN, 4 GAMES TO 2,

TO WIN 2009 NABC WORLD SERIES!


This newsletter contains series and game summaries for the 2009 NABC World Series and other playoffs.  The box scores and playoff statistics are available in the final C-file that I distributed by e-mail.  Congratulations to the 1st seeded Pontiac Nighthawks, managed by Rob Milinkovich, who defeated manager Gary Kendall and his 3rd seeded Brooklyn Knights, in an exciting 6 game series.  Since we adopted our 3 division setup and new playoff format in 2000, Woodland’s victory means that we have crowned 10 different teams and managers as champions in the last 10 seasons.  The games were played via phone, as, once again, this season all playoff games were contested via either a phone or chat connection.  Thanks to all playoff managers for completing games promptly.


For manager Milinkovich and the Woodland franchise, this was the first World Series appearance and first NABC title in his 17 seasons at the helm of the 1993 expansion club.  It was Rob’s third playoff appearance.  For Brooklyn manager Kendall, in his sixteenth season at the helm of the 17-year expansion Knights, who were also a 1993 expansion club, this was also the first World Series appearance and also the third appearance in the playoffs.  So, the Warlocks and Knights are now linked in NABC history, as they both paid their dues over the same years and achieved their first World Series appearances together this season.  


In the series, Woodland captured the first 3 games, before Brooklyn bounced back to win the next 2 and make it uncomfortable for the Warlocks, who had by far and away the best regular season record in the NABC.


Congratulations to both Rob and Gary for making it to the finals, and thanks to all NABC managers for another great year!

The Warlocks took the first 3 games, but the bats went silent as they dropped games 4 and 5, before coming back against emergency starter Vicente Padilla to take game 6 easily for their first NABC title.

Second Round – Brooklyn 4,  Boomtown 3   (Played via phone / chat by Gary Kendall and Chris Stinson, write-up by John Duke)

The visiting team managed to win all 7 games in this up-and-down series.  There were 3 shutout games pitched in the series, but the key game was a 10-inning thriller in game 2.  The Dice-K shutout in game 7 propelled the Knights to their first NABC World Series.

Brooklyn 4,  Boomtown 2

Daisuke Matsuzaka out pitched Ryan Dempster in the opener, with final out help from Ramon Ramirez.  Shane Victorino led the Knights with a double, triple, 2 runs and an RBI.  Ryan Ludwick’s 2-run homer provided all the scoring for the Rats.

Game 2
Brooklyn 8,  Boomtown 5   (10 innings)

Justin Duchscherer went all the way to get the win over Mike Mussina, as the Knights pushed across 5 runs in the top of the 10th then survived a 2-run rally by the Rats in the bottom half.  The Rats started fast with 3 in the first off Duchscherer on a 3-run homer by Ryan Ludwick, but were silenced thereafter until it was too late.  Manny Ramirez had 4 hits including 2 homers good for 4 RBI for the Knights, and Jody Gerut added 2 more homers good for 3 RBI to account for most of the offense.

Adam Wainwright spun a 6-hit shutout and the Rats struck early and often against Josh Johnson and 2 relievers for the easy win.  A.J. Pierzynski led the way with 3 for 5, including a homer, 3 runs and 2 RBI, while Nate McLouth drove home 4 tallies, as the Rats piled up 13 hits.

Boomtown 6,  Brooklyn 3

Nate McLouth crushed a Grand Slam homer to key a 4-run rally in the 5th inning that paved the way for the Rats to even the series, as Ryan Dempster defeated Dice-K Matsuzaka.  McLouth had 5 RBI for the game and Brian Roberts added 3 doubles.

Boomtown 3,  Brooklyn 0

Mike Mussina and 5 relievers combined on a 3-hitter to take a 3 games to 2 lead in the series.  The Rats scratched out 3 runs on 7 hits off losing pitcher Justin Duchscherer, as no hitter had more than 1 hit, run or RBI.

Brooklyn 8,  Boomtown 2

The Knights pounded out 13 hits to beat Adam Wainwright spun and even the series at 3 games apiece.  Aaron Miles led the way with 3 hits, 2 doubles and 3 RBI, while Jody Gerut added 4 hits.  Brian Schneider had 2 hits, a homer and 2 RBI, whole Kevin Youkilis accumulated 2 hits, 2 runs and 2 RBI.  Josh Johnson started for the Knights but Jason Grilli got the win in relief.

Brooklyn 4,  Boomtown 0

Daisuke Matsuzaka shut down the Rats with a neat 3-hitter in the decisive game, as Ryan Dempster took the loss.  Aaron Miles led the Knights 8-hit attack with 2 hits and 2 RBI.

First Round – Livonia 4,  Wyandotte 1   (Played via phone by Tom Kusch and Dave Brim, write-up by John Duke)

After managing to win the first game, Wyandotte goes down easily in the next four as the Lynx offense led by Albert Pujols was way too much for the Falcons.

Scott Baker went all the way on a 4-hitter to defeat Brandon Webb and the Lynx.  Luke Scott provided the big blow on offense with a 4th inning Grand Slam homer to give Baker all the runs he needed.  Marlon Byrd blasted a solo homer in the 8th to spoil Baker’s shutout bid.

Livonia 5,  Wyandotte 4   (11 innings)

The Lynx pushed across the tying run in the bottom of the 9th and another in the 11th against Falcons closer Jonathan Papelbon to tie the series at a game apiece.  Rafael Furcal led the Lynx attack with 2 doubles and a homer and 2 RBI.  Albert Pujols added a solo homer off starter Falcons Ervin Santana.  Lance Berkman smacked a 2-run homer off Lynx starter Scott Lewis, while Jose Arredondo picked up the win with a scoreless inning in the 11th.

Livonia 4,  Wyandotte 0   

Josh Geer tossed a 5-hit shutout to cool off the Falcons.  Ryan Doumit slashed 2 doubles good for 2 RBI to lead the attack against Eric Bedard, as the Lynx coasted to an easy win.

Livonia 14,  Wyandotte 8   

Brandon Webb struggled but went the distance for the Lynx, thanks to an 8-run 3rd inning rally against Falcons starter Scott Baker.  The Lynx smacked 6 homers in the game, led by Albert Pujols, who totaled 3 hits, 2 homers, 3 runs and 4 RBI.  Alfonso Soriano, Jason Bay, Ryan Doumit and even Joe Inglett also went “yard” for the Lynx.  Webb allowed 14 hits, including 3 by Lance Berkman.

Livonia 13,  Wyandotte 5   

Livonia continued to demolish Falcons pitching as they piled up 13 hits and a 9-0 8th inning lead, before the Falcons staged a late rally, which fell far short.  Surprise starter Glen Perkins pitched well until allowing late homers by Justin Morneau for 3 runs in the 8th and Elijah Dukes for 2 more in the 9th, so Scot Shields came on to record the final 2 outs.  Albert Pujols again led the way with 4 hits in 5 trips, including 2 more homers and a double, 3 runs and 6 RBI.  Jason Bay added 3 hits, another homer and 4 RBI.  Joe Inglett added a 4th homer, a 2-run shot off Falcons starter Ervin Santana.

First Round – Brooklyn 4,  Can-Am 1   (Played via chat by Gary Kendall and Mike Dorn, write-up by John Duke)

Can-Am took game 1, but Brooklyn bats destroyed the Can-Am pitching the rest of the way to broom Can-Am in 5 games.

Mark DeRosa led the Knights with 2 hits, a homer and 2 RBI, while Jody Gerut added a solo homer.  Joe Saunders went the distance in taking the loss for Can-Am.

The Knights erupted again on offense, as they collected 16 hits, including 4 doubles and 3 homers off Gavin Floyd, who was chased after recording just 1 out in a 7-run 1st inning, and 4 successors.  Jody Gerut highlighted the big rally in the 1st with a Grand Slam homer off Floyd.  Kevin Youkilis had 3 hits, 2 doubles, 2 runs and 2 RBI for the Knights, while Shane Victorino and Aaron Miles also poled homers.  Justin Duchscherer coasted to the win, despite allowing all 3 Drifters tallies on a 3-run homer by Adam LaRoche in the bottom of that explosive 1st inning.
