LEAGUE NEWS


Great finish to the season, guys!  No F-file reporting problems again this month, and a minimum of late results.  Now, it’s on to the playoffs for some and planning for next year for most of us!


Congratulations to the 3 division winners and to all of the playoff teams.  All 3 division winners and every playoff team, no matter whether Can-Am or Midtown wins the play-in game, except Livonia, missed the playoffs last year.  Woodland came the farthest, from worst to first, after losing 100 games in 2008, they won 114 in 2009, a remarkable 52 game improvement.  Brooklyn was 5th in the 2008 East and Boomtown was 4th in the Central.  Livonia was the West winner in 2008, while Wyandote finished 5th and Midtown 6th in the 2008 Central.  Can-Am was 2nd in the West, but 6 games below the .500 mark.  Other than Livonia, only Boomtown among the 2009 playoff clubs finished above the .500 mark in 2008.  


Cape Spear has earned the #1 draft choice for 2010, followed by Massillon, Kansas City, San Antonio, etc., in reverse order of the finish.  The only exception to this is that the 2009 World Series champion will draft in the 18th and last position for each round.

PLAYOFF REMINDERS TO ALL PARTICIPATING MANAGERS

All managers involved in the playoffs should review the rules regarding playoff games, especially Sections III.B, III.D, V.C, V.E, V.K and V.N, which define the playoff matchups, schedule and specific player usage rules for the playoffs.
