LEAGUE NEWS


Great finish to the season, guys!  No F-file reporting problems again this month, and all but 2 carryover injuries observed correctly.  Now, it’s on to the playoffs for some and planning for next year for everyone!


Congratulations to the 3 division winners and to all of the playoff teams.  Rivertown won the East by 9 games and earned the #1 playoff seed with a league best 110 victories.  Aliso Viejo took the West by 19 games and the #2 seed with 107 wins, while Danbury took the Central flag by 10 games with 101 wins.


The Wild Card teams are #4 seed Buffalo,  #5 seed Wyandotte and #6 seed Woodland.  Five of the six playoff teams are repeaters from 2012, as only Wyandotte emerged in 2013, replacing Midtown in the playoffs.  Also, Bedrock was the only team to finish above the .500 mark and not make the field.


Baton Rouge and Brooklyn will have a draft day coin flip to determine the #1 draft choice for 2014, followed by San Antonio and Can-Am, etc., in reverse order of the finish.  The only exception to this is that the 2013 World Series champion will draft in the 18th and last position for each round.

PLAYOFF REMINDERS TO ALL PARTICIPATING MANAGERS

All managers involved in the playoffs should review the rules regarding playoff games, especially Sections III.B, III.D, V.C, V.E, V.G, V.K and V.N, which define the playoff matchups, schedule and specific player usage rules for the playoffs.

All regular batters may start all games in a series, limited batters may start 1 game per series.

Any Limited C2* Catcher may start up to 3 games in a 7 game playoff series.
