LEAGUE NEWS


Great finish to the season, guys!  No F-file reporting problems again this month, all games were completed and reported on-time and all carryover injuries observed correctly.  Now, it’s on to the playoffs for some and planning for next season (the 40th for the NABC) for everyone!


Congratulations to all of the playoff teams.  Livonia won the West by 19 games and earned the #1 playoff seed with a league best 109 victories.  Rivertown took the East by 2 games over San Antonio, while Bedrock came from behind to capture the wild Central race by 1 game over Danbury.  The Central had 5 teams with 86 or more wins, as 5th place Wyandotte finished just 8 games behind Bedrock.


The Wild Card teams are #4 seed San Antonio,  #5 seed Danbury and #6 seed West Penn.  Only three of the six playoff teams are repeaters from 2014, as Bedrock, Danbury and West Penn joined the field, replacing Buffalo, Midtown and Wyandotte in the field.

Burlingame, who set a new NABC record with 125 losses, will have the #1 draft choice for 2016, followed by Boomtwon and Indiana, etc., in reverse order of the finish,.except that the 2015 World Series champion will draft in the 18th and last position for each round.

PLAYOFF REMINDERS TO ALL PARTICIPATING MANAGERS

All managers involved in the playoffs should review the rules regarding playoff games, especially Sections III.B, III.D, V.C, V.E, V.G, V.K and V.N, which define the playoff matchups, schedule and specific player usage rules for the playoffs.

· You must carry 5 starting pitchers, but will only need to use 4, unless there is an injury.

· New for 2015.  Any pitcher with fewer than 10 actual MLB starts is limited to only 1 start in each post-season series.

Observe relief pitcher limits, 7 innings for regular, 5 for limited, 3 for restricted and (New for 2016) 2 for super-restricted (S).

Any Limited C2* Catcher may start up to 3 games in a 7 game playoff series.
